2007 Legislation – March 22, 2007
Indoor Air

SB 509 Simitian – State Air Resources Board: regulations: formaldehyde
The State Air Resources Board adopts regulations to achieve the maximum feasible reduction in volatile organic compounds emitted by consumer products, if the state board

determines that the regulations are necessary to attain state and federal ambient air quality standards and are commercially and technologically feasible and necessary.

SB 509 would require the state board, to adopt regulations to require that composite wood products, and the end-use applications for which those products are utilized, that are shipped into or manufactured within this state, comply with an emissions standard equivalent to a European Union standard for formaldehyde emissions.
This bill is currently in the Senate Environmental Quality Committee. 
Schools

AB 100 Nunez - Education Facilities: Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2008

This bill would enact the Kindergarten-University Public Education Facilities Bond Act of 2008, to become operative only if approved by the voters at the November 4, 2008, statewide general election, and would provide for the submission of that act to the

voters at that election. The bond act, if approved by the voters, would provide for the issuance of $9,087,000,000 of state general obligation bonds to provide aid to construct and modernize education facilities to school districts, county superintendents of schools, and county boards of education, the California Community Colleges, the University of California, the Hastings College of the Law, and the California State University. 

AB 100 is currently in the Assembly Education Committee. 

SB 72 Florez - Schoolbuses: Fuel

The bill would require a school district to use biodiesel fuel blend of B20 or higher to operate all of the diesel-powered school buses under its control. The bill would require that a school district that contracts with another entity to provide transportation for any of its pupils to include the biodiesel fuel requirement as part of the contracts. The bill would limit the contract requirement to contracts entered into on or after January 1, 2008. SB 72 would require that the State Air Resources Board implement and administer piece.

SB 72 is currently in the Senate Education Committee. 

SB 1028 Padilla – Air Resources: environmental health conditions study

The State Air Resources Board and the State Department of Health Services, in conjunction with other public agencies, were required to conduct a comprehensive study and review of the environmental health conditions in portable classrooms, and present a final report by June 30, 2002.

SB1028 would repeal these obsolete provisions of law. 

Bill language is still under construction.
This bill is currently in the Senate Environmental Quality Committee. 
Bond 1b Bills
SB 19 Lowenthal – Trade Corridors: Projects to Reduce Emissions:  Funding

This bill would declare the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation that establishes conditions and criteria for projects funded under the Highway Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality, and Port Security Bond Act of 2006, which specifies that a certain amount be made available to the State Air Resources Board for certain emission reductions from activities related to the movement of freight along California’s trade corridors. The bill would declare the intent that is it to take effect immediately as an urgency statute. 

SB 19 is in the Senate Rules Committee. 

SB 9 Lowenthal – Trade Corridor Improvement: Transportation Project Selection

The Highway, Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality and Port Security Bond Act of 2006 requires the sum of $2,000,000,000 to be transferred to the Trade Corridors Improvement Fund. The money in the fund is required to be available upon appropriation in the annual Budget Act of the Legislature. This bill would set forth the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation that establishes a process for the selection of transportation projects to be funded form the Trade Corridors Improvement Fund. The bill would declare that it is to take effect immediately as an urgency statute. 

SB 9 is in the Senate Rules Committee

AB 995  Nava – California Ports, Infrastructure, Security and Air Quality Improvement Account. 

This part of the Bond Act of 2006 requires that $1,000,000,000 from this account be made available, upon appropriation by the Legislature, to the State Air Resources Board for emission reductions (not otherwise required by law or regulation) from activities related to the movement of freight along California’s trade corridors.  AB 995 would state the intent of the Legislature to advance certain goals and policies relating to the funds set aside in the Highway Safety, Traffic Reduction, Air Quality and Port Security Fund of 2006 in the State Treasury.
AB 1209 Karnette - State Air Resources Board: bond allocation criteria

This bill would require the State Air Resources Board to develop guidelines meeting specified requirements for the allocation of the $1,000,000,000 in funding. 
Outdoor Air

SB 240 Florez - San Joaquin Valley Unified Air Pollution Control District.
SB 240 would increase the membership of the district board to 18 members. The bill would require the appointment of 5 city council members by the cities with the territory of the district, based solely on population. The bill would require 3 other city council members to be appointed by each city council to the district board by a majority vote of the City councils of Fresno, Bakersfield and Stockton. The bill would require 2 public members to be appointed to the district board by the Governor, with the advice and consent of the Senate. 

Law is already in place that authorizes air pollution control districts and

air quality management districts, except as provided, to levy a fee up to $2 on motor vehicles, and authorizes the districts to increase this fee up to $6 if certain conditions are met. This bill would authorize the San Joaquin Valley Unified Air Pollution control district to increase its fee by not more than $30 under certain circumstances. The district would be authorized to impose a reasonable emissions fee on any source of air pollution that causes or contributes to violations of any state or federal ambient air standard. SB 240 would authorize the district to adopt rules and regulations to reduce vehicle trips and air pollution from vehicular sources. 

The bill would also appropriate $50,000,000 from the California Ports, Infrastructure, Security, and Air Quality Improvement Bond Act of 2006 account to the state board in each fiscal year beginning 2007-08 to 2012-13 to reduce air pollution from mobile sources in the movement of freight along trade corridors in the San Joaquin Valley region.

SB 240 is currently in the Senate Rules Committee. 

AB 1119 Fuller – Air Pollution: districts: funds
Law requires any air quality management district or air pollution control district with a population of 1,000,000 residents or greater, in consultation with the State Air Resources Board, to expend not less than 50% of the moneys appropriated for the Carl

Moyer Air Quality Standards Attainment Program, which regulates the purchase of reduced-emissions school buses, and diesel mitigation programs, in a manner that directly reduces air contaminants or the public health risks associated with air contaminants, in communities with the most significant exposure to air contaminants or localized air contaminants. 
AB 1119 would require the state board to provide recommendations to the districts on methods to comply with this requirement.
This bill is currently in the Assembly Transportation Committee. 

AB 1138 Brownley – Air Districts: boundary disputes

Generally the State Air Resources Board is designated as the state agency with primary responsibility for the control of vehicular pollution and air pollution control districts and air quality management districts with the primary responsibility for the control of air pollution from all sources other than vehicular sources. AB 1138 would require the state board resolve any questions relating to the boundaries of a district. 

 AB 255 De Leon – Air Pollution: Clean Air and Energy Independence Fund: Smog Abatement Fee
This bill would create the Clean Air and Energy Independence Fund, and would continuously appropriate moneys in the fund to the board to be used towards specified purposes, including incentives for alternative fuels and alternative fuel vehicles. This bill would require State Air Resources Board to submit an annual report to the Legislature on expenditures from the Clean Air and Energy Independence Fund. 
This bill would also increase the smog abatement fee from $12 to $16, and would allocate the $4 increase to the Clean Air and Energy Independence Fund. 

AB 255 is in the Assembly Transportation Committee.
AB 233 Jones – Air Pollution: Children’s Breathing Rights Act: Penalties
This bill would enact the Children’s Breathing Rights Act, which would increase the maximum penalties for serious violators of air pollution laws. AB 233 would enact criminal and civil penalties for additional specified violations of air pollution laws that result in substantial risk of actual injury, and for making certain false statements, representations, or certifications. The bill would also require the State Air Resources Board to post certain information on air quality violations on it website.
AB 233 is in the Assembly Natural Resources Committee. 

AB 463 Huffman-Vessels: California Clean Ferry Act of 2007: air emissions

AB 463 would require that all new diesel powered ferries operating in the waters of this state meet certain air emissions standards. The air emissions standards would be enforced by the State Air Resources Board and the state board would be authorized to adopt standards, rules and regulations for the purpose of reinforcement. 
This bill is currently in the Assembly Transportation Committee. 

AB 712 De Leon – Carl Moyer Memorial Air Quality Standards Attainment Program 

AB 712 would declare legislative intent to review the efficiency of the Carl Moyer Memorial Air Quality Standards Attainment Program and present those findings in a report, along with recommendations to make any changes to improve the program’s efficiency. 

This bill is set to be heard in committee on March 25, 2007. 

AB 934 Duvall – State Air Resources Board: Air districts: mobile non-vehicular regulations

Law is already in place that requires that the State Air Resources Board adopt airborne toxic control measures to reduce emissions of toxic contaminants from non-vehicular sources. AB 924 would modify these provisions to authorize districts to adopt airborne toxic control measures only for non-vehicular stationary sources. 
This bill is currently awaiting a hearing date in the Assembly Transportation Committee. 

AB 1455 Arambula – Air Quality : loans

AB 1455 would authorize the Business, Transportation and Housing Agency, on or before January 1, 2017, to designate California Air Quality Zones in the states based on specified air quality and other criteria. 

This bill would require the California Infrastructure and Economic Development Bank, upon appropriation of funds by the legislature, to establish a program to provide low and zero-interest loans to finance qualified capital expenditures based on specified criteria, such as: 
· The borrower meets income, credit, net worth, and other underwriting standards established by the bank.
· The borrower has entered into an enforceable agreement with the district to do both of the following:

· Require the owner to maintain any financed equipment for its rated life.

· Require the owner to scrap any air pollution control equipment

Replaced.

· Alternative sources for funding the qualified capital expenditures are not readily available.

· The borrower's potential benefit from state tax incentives is not sufficient to justify making the qualified capital expenditures.
·  The new equipment shall produce air quality improvements in addition to those currently mandated by existing federal, state, and district requirements.
This bill was read for the first time on February 26, 2007.

AB 1488 Mendoza – Air Pollution: smog check program: lightweight diesel vehicles
This bill would require the State Air Resources Board, on or before January 1, 2009, in consultation with the Bureau of Automotive Repair, to develop and adopt, by regulation a 2- year pilot program to integrate lightweight diesel vehicles into the smog check program. Under the bill, a set percentage of eligible vehicles would be tested, although vehicle owners would not be subject to disciplinary action based on the test results. 
AB 1488 would establish the Diesel Vehicle Inspection and Repair Fund and would transfer $5,000,000 from the Vehicle Inspection and Repair Fund to the Diesel Vehicle Inspection and Repair Fund to be available for the purposes of the program. The bill would require the bureau to prepare and submit to the Governor and the Legislature an annual report on the pilot program, and a final report at the end of the program.  

AB 1488 is currently in the Assemble Rules Committee. 

SB 531 Oropeza – Emissions

Existing law imposes various limitations on emissions of air contaminants for the control of air pollution from vehicular and non-vehicular sources, and generally designates the State Air Resources Board as the state agency with the primary responsibility for the control of air pollution. SB 531 would state the intent of the Legislature to enact

legislation to reform the regulation of emissions of toxic air pollutants.
SB 531 is in the Senate Rules Committee. 
SB 532 Oropeza – Air Pollution Ports

The Oil Transfer and Transportation Emission and Risk Reduction Act of 2002 contains legislative findings and declarations relative to the environmental and other effects of the

shipment of oil along the California Coast. SB 532 would make technical, non-substantive changes to those provisions.

This bill is currently in the Senate Rules Committee.
SB 715 Lowenthal – Smog check program: cleanup bill

Existing law establishes a motor vehicle inspection and maintenance (smog check) program, developed, implemented, and administered by the Department of Consumer Affairs. SB 715 would express legislative intent to enact legislation to make technical and cleanup changes to the smog check program.
SB 715 is currently in the Senate Rules Committee
SB 719 Machado- San Joaquin Valley Unified Air Pollution Control District: district 

board membership
SB 719 would increase the membership of the district board to 15 members. In addition to the existing 8 county members, the bill would require the appointment of 2 city council members by the cities within the territory of the district, based solely on population.

The bill would require 3 other city council members to be appointed to the district board by a majority vote of the City Councils of Fresno, Bakersfield, and Stockton, one member to be appointed by each city council. The bill would require 2 public members to be appointed to the district board by the Governor, with the advice and consent of the Senate. The bill would require each member to be appointed in accordance with certain requirements, and would prohibit a member from designating an alternate for any purpose or otherwise being represented by another person in his or her capacity as a member of the district board. SB 719 would also require that all members to be residents of the district.
SB 719 is currently in the Senate Local Government Committee awaiting an April 18, 2007 hearing. 
SB 857 Correa –Taxation: credits: air pollution

SB 857 would authorize the San Joaquin Unified Air Pollution Control District and the South Coast Air Quality Management District to prepare a study and report to the Legislature on the dollar amount that would be appropriate to authorize a tax credit for the purchase or replacement of qualified property that is placed into service for the purpose of reducing air pollution.  This bill would make findings regarding the need for special legislation. 
SB 857 is currently in Senate Rules Committee. 
Alternative Fuels

AB 99 Feuer – Vehicular Air Pollution Control : Clean Alternative Fuels
This bill would make legislative findings and declarations regarding the use of clean, alternative fuels. AB 99 would also declare the intent of the Legislature that, by January 1, 2012, no less than 50% of all new cars made available for sale in California are powered by clean alternative fuels. 
AB 99 was read for the first time on January 3, 2007.

SB 23 Cogdill – San Joaquin Valley Air Pollution Control District: high polluter vehicles. 
SB 23 would impose a state-mandated local program by requiring the district to develop and administer, in consultation with the state board, a voluntary program to remove high polluter vehicles within the district by exchanging high polluter vehicles in the district for donated vehicles. The bill would require the district to certify that the exchange of any 2 vehicles results in lower net emissions. The bill would limit the program to 200 vehicle exchanges annually. The bill would require that money in the High Polluter Repair and removal Account be available to the district to administer the program. The bill would authorize the district to use any interest generated from the funds allocated to the district from the Traffic Congestion Relief Fund to administer the program. The district would also be requires to submit a report on or before January 1, 2012, relating to the implementation and status of the program. 
SB 23 is in the Senate Transportation and Housing Committee. 

SB 75 Florez- Alternative fuels: Biodiesel

This bill would require all vehicles owned or leased by the State of California, by a city, county, or city and county, or by a mass transit district, that use diesel fuel to instead use B20 biodiesel fuel or a higher blend of biodiesel, as specified. The bill would require the State Air Resources Board to establish a program to implement and monitor these requirements.
SB 75’s first hearing was canceled at the request of the author. 

AB 118 Nunez – Alternative fuels: Funding
This bill would declare legislative intent to provide ongoing funding for alternative fuel research, development, and deployment in order to advance the state’s leadership in clean technologies; as well as to meet the state’s clean air and greenhouse gas emission reductions standards. 
SB 494 Kehoe – Vehicular air pollution control: clean alternative fuels

SB 494 would require the state board, by June 30, 2009, in partnership with the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission, and in consultation with the State Water Resources Control Board, the Department of Food and Agriculture, and

other relevant state agencies, to develop and adopt regulations that would become operative no later than January 1, 2010, that will ensure that commencing January 1, 2015, an unspecified percentage of new passenger vehicles and light-duty trucks sold in California each year are clean alternative vehicles, as defined, and that commencing

January 1, 2020, 1/2 of new passenger vehicles and light-duty trucks sold in California each year are clean alternative vehicles.

SB 494 is currently in the Senate Transportation and Housing Committee.  

AB 631 Horton – Air Pollution: fueling stations: ethanol blends 
There is already law in place that requires the Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality Management District, not later than January 1, 1990 to adopt an air quality improvement strategy to reduce public exposure to air pollution and toxic air contaminants and to achieve and maintain state and federal ambient air quality standards by the earliest of the necessary infrastructure to support the introduction of cleaner burning fuels. 

AB 631 would require the state board to adopt regulations to require that on and after January 1, 2010, all new fueling stations constructed in this state, be able to provide E 85 fuel to vehicles that use that fuel. 

This bill is currently in the Assembly Transportation Committee.
