· Successful initiatives and work with schools and districts:

· Promotion and implementation of school board policies to improve asthma management and air quality

· San Francisco Unified School District resolutions to: 

· Require asthma action emergency care plans and medication forms for every student with asthma

· Require posting of asthma emergency protocols in every classroom

· Institutionalize the U.S. EPA’s Indoor Air Quality Tools for Schools program & designate a District IAQ Coordinator.

· Require low-emissions school buses to replace dirty diesel buses

· Implementation support for U.S. EPA’s Indoor Air Quality Tools for Schools program – supporting schools and districts to implement this crucial program to increase staff and student awareness about indoor air quality issues affecting their health and learning environment. 
· Staff training on asthma, indoor air quality and green cleaning (includes our All About Asthma – training curriculum developed for child care providers on asthma management and reducing asthma triggers, including less toxic cleaning products and methods).

· Convening Clinical Asthma Networks to improve communication and coordination between families, schools and medical providers.

· Joint development of a tailored Asthma Emergency Care Plan and medication form leading to the development of forms for all chronic diseases

· Support to transition to green cleaning products for classroom, child care, nutrition/food services, special education and custodial use
